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SPRINKLER SYSTEMS
Sprinkler systems are life safety devices designed to discharge up to 20 gallons of water / minute, during a fire.
The glass bulb, if broken by heat or physical damage will permit water flow.
· Do not obstruct or hang anything from the sprinkler head or associated piping. 
· Do not place any items above, in front or within 18” of sprinkler head.[image: image5.jpg]
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Normal activity around a sprinkler head will not cause activation. Striking it with a ball, stick or other similar object may cause significant water damage in the building.
