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Abstract. This should provide a concise description of the content of the report and should not exceed 250 words.

Classification terms (to be placed under the Abstract):

Theme. One term should be selected from the 10 themes of the Society for Neuroscience classification (access listing via External Links section, Neuro. 26 Blackboard site) 

Topic. One term should be selected from the Society for Neuroscience classification.

Keywords. 3– 6 keywords or phrases should be provided; preferably, these should be selected from the body of the text. 
Research Reports should be divided into numbered sections headed by a caption (e.g. Abstract, 1. Introduction, 2. Materials and methods, 3. Results, 4. Discussion, Acknowledgements, References).
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
